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I recently did a tech visit on a Rans S-9. The workmanship
was very good with the exception of one common error.
Where bolts went through round aluminum tubing, the
tubing was deformed. The builder over-tightened the bolts
to the point where the tube was deformed or oval. You
cannot torque AN hardware to AC43-13 specs if there is
any chance of deforming tubular material. No deformation
of the tubing shape is permissible on a structural member.
