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Pictures of plane at 5B6  
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The X-air F is a 2 seat, side by side, conventionally controlled, home built/light sport aircraft with full dual 
controls, toe brakes, elevator trim and 3 hours flying time on its two 7 1/8 gallon fuel tanks, which are 
easily filled at the side of the fuselage. It has a maximum takeoff weight of 992 pounds. 
This X-Air F is equipped with a 2 stroke MZ202 (63Hp) fan cooled engine (TBO 500hrs) , tuned exhaust, 
Powerfin ground adjustable prop, Mode C Xponder, Icom A4 radio, ELT, dual EGT & CHT, intercom, 
compass, alt, tach, voltmeter - has toe brakes, elevator trim and includes factory weather covers 
(currently hangared), removable doors (NOT the zippered ones) & wheel pants. Cruise speed is 68-70 
mph, with a 25mph stall at full flaps. It qualifies so that it can be flown by a "sport pilot". Inside of fuel 
tanks are coated to resist ethanol, but fuel with ethanol has never been used. 
One note: this is not a large person's plane - if you are over about 6ft tall you may find this plane 
uncomfortable, the seats are not adjustable. This is a nice flying plane, with a good main suspension 
(Each wheel has its own shock absorbing system which takes out all of the bumps from the roughest of 
fields).
