Secretary's March Report

There was a discussion of the August Fly-In (see calendar in newsletter). We need
volunteers to help organize it. Pre-selling meal tickets ensures that money is collected up
front and avoids weather-related losses. We discussed food and no food options and
Plymouth vs Fisher Field. We can have a flea market at either. Plane Jane's has the
exclusive rights to serve food at Plymouth (via the Airport Commission) and we need a three
month lead time to get permission to bypass that rule. We discussed catered vs member-
supplied food. We are leaning toward minimum food at the fly-in and would make money on
raffles.

One ounce of Acetone in six gallons of gas improves mileage. Carry acetone in glass, not
plastic. Acetone is a cleaner - no damage to engine. $18/gal or $6/qt at Home Depot. Use a
glass lemonade bottle and calibrate it with a measuring cup.

Steve spoke about his first flight. Engine rpm was lower than recommended and the plane
appeared to be underpowered. It flew fine in ground effect but the climb fell off around tree
top level. He aborted the takeoff beyond the two thirds point, made a hard landing and broke
the front left gear strut and the prop. He has since replaced the gear strut, installed a 503
with an IVO prop and the rpms are where they should be.

Marty spoke about his progress on the CGS Hawk project. The Peruvian Air Force bought
twenty Hawks for low & slow cocaine patrol.
